Professionalising Career Development:
History, Identity, CPD, and Training

This webinar is the first in a series of five sessions, organised by the International Career
Development Peak Body Network representing British Commonwealth countries. The aim of the
series is to stimulate debate about our profession and our role as career development
practitioners in a post-Covid world.

Starting from first principles, our initial focus is on professionalising career development. The
history of career development offers insight into its present status and ongoing challenges related
to professionalisation. Against this background, six complementary steps to professionalisation
and how these can influence the construction and reconstruction of how we define ourselves and
our profession will be considered.

Training is central to professionalising career development. We must prepare career practitioners
who are ready to help their clients navigate complex challenges related to evolving identity
development, multiple life role participation, continual engagement in learning opportunities,
constant adaptation to changes in work, and the ongoing demonstration of proactive job search
strategies.

This webinar features three short presentations designed to stimulate discussion and reflection on
the profession of career development. The session and debate will be chaired by Jan Ellis, CDI
(UK).
